The World Health Organization estimated that in 2004, 8.5 million people in
developing countries were in need of HIV therapy just to stay alive, but a
mere 250,000 had access to clinicians with the knowledge and means to care
for them effectively and half of these live in one country, Brazil. 42 million
people are estimated to be living with HIV/AIDS, of which 3.2 million are
children under 15. According to a recent AMA study, even in the United
States, where clinicians receive the best medical training available, more than
one-half of all residents in family practice felt inadequately trained and
“unprepared” for HIV/AIDS cases. This is compounded by the fact that the

rate of HIV infection in the US is on the rise.

In the case of diabetes, the World Health Organization predicts that the number of people with diabetes mellitus will

double to 260 million by the year 2025. As is the case with HIV, the incidences of diabetes mellitus is increasing faster

than the clinical capacity to treat the new cases. A survey conducted by NOP Healthcare, an independent market

research agency, suggest that nearly one third of physicians in nine countries consider themselves "more unprepared

than prepared" for the demands of a diabetes epidemic. And only 11% of physicians consider the medical profession

fully prepared for the increased incidence of diabetes.
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In the developing world, there is a
chronic shortage of physicians to deal
with epidemics of infectious diseases
such as HIV and TB as well as chronic
diseases such as diabetes. Several
government and private organizations
have done an excellent job of compiling
guidelines, prescribing information and
clinical evidence to document HIV
treatment best practices.
